Phereas, people who are born during the year of the Yin Water Rabbit are prophesized to be
vigilant, witty, quick-minded, and ingenious, according to the Chinese zodiac; and,

Phereas, Adams County’s employee-led A-Proud affinity group, Asian American and Pacific
Islander (AAPI), connects Asian, Asian American, and Pacific Islander employees and
entrepreneurs to celebrate the diverse cultures and professional backgrounds within our
communities; and,

Phereas, neighboring countries in Asia have created their own celebrations influenced by the
Chinese New Year.
