Whereas, while every family is unique, a sense of physical and emotional safety, encouragement, and 
stability is vital to children’s emotional, physical, and developmental health; and

Whereas, children who live with kin retain familial, cultural, and community ties, maintain a sense of

Whereas, Adams County is committed to honoring and supporting kinship families by helping connect 
them with services designed to assist families across the state through community collaboration and the 
Colorado Kinnected Kinship Navigator Program; and 

 

Whereas, National Kinship Care Month provides the opportunity for Adams County to partner with 
families and collaborate with public and private organizations to uplift a kin-first culture, in which:  

• children are raised within their families when it most makes sense, 
• families’ strengths and expertise are valued, and
